
 

 

 

REGULATIONS 
 

Due to the Covid circumstances and to comply with the indications defined by the health 
authorities for sports events, the organization defined the following extra safety rules: 
- Mandatory presentation of vaccination/recovery certificate or negative COVID 19 test 
valid on the date of the event (PCR = 72 hours, Antigen = 48 hours) when picking up the 
participation kit; 
- Withdrawal of participation kits should preferably be done by the participants themselves. 
To pick up the participation kits of another participant it is necessary to present their 
registration document and the respective vaccination/recovery certificate or negative 
COVID 19 test valid on the race date; 
- When picking up the participation kit, each participant will be given a non-transferable 
wristband that must be worn until the end of the race; 
- Obligatory use of mask until the start line and after the finish line (masks will be given at 
the finish line to all finishers); 
- Compliance with the social distance at all times during the race whenever possible; 
- Frequent hand hygiene at the different moments of the race. 
 

1. The “EDP Mini Champions” is a race for children, integrated in the “Lisbon Marathon” 
event, and takes place Saturday afternoon, October 16 at 11AM. 
 
2. The route is in the Expo Park (Rossio dos Olivais-Portuguese Pier).  
 
3. Registrations must be done online or at the Sport Expo and will only be accepted with 
the presentation of the registration document delivered by email or at the Sport Expo.  
 
4. In terms of final ratings are considered three levels based on the following ages: 6 to 8 
years old, 9 to 11 years old, 12 to 13 years old and 14 to 16 years old. 
 
5. The Organization has structured a careful medical assistance service, under the 
guidance of a specialized team of professionals, although they do not take responsibility 
for any accident that may occur during this sports event. 

5a. FEMEDICA is the Official Medical Service of the race. 
 
6. All participating athletes are insured as stipulated by law. 
 
7. All participants receive a t-shirt, a medal and other mementos alluding to the race. 
 
8. Any omissive occurrence on this regulation shall be resolved by the Technical Director 
of the evidence and according to the official regulations in force and opinions of the 
IAAF/AIMS.
